Black. Mr. Black is survived by his son, Alvin Black, Jr. of Tyler; grandson,
Stephen Murray Black and wife, Michelle of Tyler; great grandson, Daniel
Black of Fayetteville, Arkansas; and numerous nieces and nephews. Honorary
pallbearer is Colton Posey. Serving as pallbearers will be John (Buzz) Brooks,
Michael Brock, Rich Strother, Mitch Smith, Jake Smith, and Mark Maple.
