He was also one of
the original founders of the Red Springs Volunteer Fire Department serving for
30 years and as Board President, was on the Sand Flat Water Board, and
helped organize the Red Springs – Sand Flat Community Center serving as
board president. Mr. McFarland was also awarded a certificate along with a
Texas flag that was flown over the State's capitol from the House of
Representatives for being instrumental in the victory of protecting Texas
property owners rights through the passage of Proposition 8/Texas Land
Vacancy. He was preceded in death by his father, Erroll McFarland.
