
Wynelle Hamilton Hawkins
January 15, 1920 - August 23, 2003

Memorial services for Wynelle Hamilton Hawkins, 83, Hide-a-Way, are
scheduled for 11:00 A.M., Wednesday, August 27 at St. Luke's Episcopal
Church, Lindale, where she was a longtime active member, with the Rev. Dr.

She was very active in
the Hide-a-Way Golf Association and the East Texas Antique Dealer
Community. Nell loved the antiques that she accumulated in her travels, at
one time owning an antique store to showcase her acquisitions. She was held
in great esteem for her skills in making beautiful rugs, needlepoint, and
knitting and was a magnificent cook. In addition to her great passion for golf
and watching Tiger Woods play, she loved her Dallas Cowboys and was loyal
to them in good or bad times.
